Cancer care is provided throughout the Massachusetts General Hospital
campus and satellite locations. It is likely that you will have appointments
and tests in more that one of our buildings. You will find many helpful people
who are willing to answer your questions.

ATM Machines — ATM machines are located on the 1st floor
of the Yawkey Center, on the 1st floor of the Cox Building
and in the Main Corridor of the hospital.

Chapel - If you are looking for a quiet place to be alone
with your thoughts, try the chapel on the 1st floor of the
Ellison Building.

General Stores — You can visit the General Stores for snacks,
cards and gifts, postage stamps, books, magazines and other
reading materials. Stores are located in the Yawkey Center
lobby and on the 1st floor of the Ellison Building.
