Schema for Each Regimen

Placebo

Active

Screen for eligibility Randomization 3:1 Active

Active Treatment Extension Screening Period Placebo-Controlled  Period

24 weeks

The objective of each regimen is to provide a go / no go decision to inform

 the clinical development program of the regimen study drug

Primary Endpoint (Placebo-Controlled Period)

Change from baseline through week 24 in disease severity as measured by the ALSFRS-R total 
score and survival 

Safety, Secondary, and Exploratory Endpoints 
(respiratory function, muscle strength, survival, biomarkers + regimen-specific endpoints)
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Enrollment Update: Regimen F and Regimen G

Participants randomized within RGF or RGG 

Participants assigned to RGF or RGG

Participants consented to Master Protocol since RGF and RGG initiated
